For each word, you will write a two-sentence explanation of how that word relates to your story.

Choose a word that describes or represents your life, feelings, situations, thoughts, etc. before you placed
your faith in Christ. Consider: angry, manipulative, hopeless, addicted, restless, confused.

Transformation - How is God at work in your life now? (2 Sentences)
